Purposes and Eligibility for the Awards Programs

Outstanding Young Member––Agricultural education is continually faced with a shortage of qualified teachers. Unless those who have been trained enter and remain in the profession for a period of several years, the shortage of qualified teachers will prevail. As a means of encouraging young teachers to remain in the profession and to encourage and recognize participation in professional activities, the SCAAE Outstanding Young Member Awards program is sponsored by SCAAE. SCAAE members who have completed at least three (3) but not more than five (5) years of teaching are eligible to apply for this award; members who are currently in their sixth year of teaching are eligible to apply. 

Outstanding Ag Ed Teacher––This program distinguishes SCAAE members who are at the pinnacle of their profession—those who are conducting the highest quality agricultural education programs. The award recognizes leadership in civic, community, agriculture/agribusiness and professional activities.  Outstanding agricultural educators are innovators and catalysts for student success in agricultural education. 

Outstanding Middle/Secondary School Ag Ed Program––A goal of SCAAE is to promote outstanding programs in agricultural education and effectively communicate success stories. Agricultural education programs in middle schools and secondary schools are eligible to participate in this recognition program. 

Outstanding Postsecondary/Adult Ag Ed Program––SCAAE places high value on continuing education in agriculture. The Outstanding Postsecondary/Adult Ag Ed Program award recognizes full time young farmer and adult ag ed programs. 

Awards and Recognition
For each of these programs, each regional winner will receive an engraved plaque at the annual SCAAE conference, and each state winner will receive a certificate at the annual SCAAE State Convention, as well as an engraved plaque, and a one year membership to the SCAAE valued at $100. NAAE will recognize six national winners, one from each region, per awards program. All state winners will compete in the NAAE region V for the regional award. 
State-level Award Application Instructions 
Eligibility: All active SCAAE members are eligible to enter.  For Outstanding Young Member applications and Outstanding Teacher applications, each applicant must have been a SCAAE member the three (3) previous years or continuously since he/she began teaching. For Outstanding Middle/ Secondary School Program applications and Outstanding Postsecondary/Adult Program applications, all full-time instructors within the applicant institution must have been members of SCAAE for the three (3) previous years or continuously since they began teaching.
What to Submit: Components of a complete application for an SCAAE award program include:

· Narrative 
· Supporting Materials 

These components apply to the Outstanding Young Member (OYM), Outstanding Teacher (OT), Outstanding Middle/Secondary School Program (OMSP), and Outstanding Postsecondary/Adult Program (OPAP) award programs.    For OYM and OT applications, these components should apply to the individual applicant. For OMSP and OPAP, these components should apply to the total Ag. Ed. program.
When and Where to Submit: Entries must be submitted to the SC Agricultural Education Regional Director by DECEMBER 1, 2008.

What to Submit: Components of a complete application for an NAAE award program follow. These components apply to the Outstanding Young Member (OYM), Outstanding Teacher (OT), Outstanding Middle/Secondary School Program (OMSP), and Outstanding Postsecondary/Adult Program (OPAP) award programs. For OYM and OT applications, these components should apply to the individual applicant. For OMSP and OPAP, these components should apply to the total ag ed program.

1. Application Cover Sheet – the first page of the application must be the completed application cover sheet that is included with the application packet. No other cover pages should be included. (The cover sheet is not considered a part of the page limitations.)

2. Narrative – the narrative is limited to eight 8 1/2” x 11” pages. The narrative must be typewritten with a font no smaller than 12 point, double-spaced, and on one side of the page only. Multiple text formats are acceptable including paragraphs, lists, and tables. The narrative must follow the outline specified as follows:

a. Overview – brief description of your agricultural education program and the community in which your program exists. (10)

b. Teaching Philosophy – a brief reflective statement (not to exceed one page) of your personal teaching philosophy. (10)

c. Instruction – examples of your effective classroom and laboratory instruction including curricula you have developed. (20)

d. Experiential Learning – examples of your accomplishments in getting students involved in work-based learning such as supervised agricultural experience programs, cooperative education, and internships. (10)

e. Student Organizations – examples of your students’ participation and successes in student organization activities, including FFA, PAS, and NYFEA. (10)

f. Partnerships – examples of your relationships with partners such as volunteers, school and community leaders, industry leaders, and others who have the capacity to support your agricultural education program. (10)

g. Marketing – examples of how you market (or promote) your local program with groups such as prospective students, parents, school administrators, and community leaders. (10)

h. Professional Growth – examples of how you stay professionally prepared and up-to-date in teaching techniques and technical content including information regarding your participation in professional organizations such as NAAE. (15)
3. Supporting Materials – the supporting materials are limited to eight 8 1/2” x 11” pages using one side of the page only. Supporting materials (such as photographs with captions, news articles, and other items) must be formatted to 8 1/2” x 11” or affixed to 8 1/2” x 11” pages. Evaluation of supporting materials will be included with the evaluation of the components of the narrative (2.a.- 2.h. above) Please include a CD with high resolution digital images of photographs used in the supporting materials, including a photograph of the applicant(s) (for publicity purposes only).
