- Allen Williams called the meeting to order.
- Invocation was given.
- Allen Williams and Chris Corzine presented the duties of the officers. A motion was made add collection and distribution of door prizes for the SCAAE Summer Conference added to the duties of the Associate Vice-Presidents. After discussion, the motion passed and was added to the list of duties.
- Chris Corzine distributed and discussed the agenda for the regional meetings. 
- Allen Williams presented the concern of a member that Regional Award winners were not required to complete the entire application. After discussion, Mindy Sandifer made a motion to require members to complete the NAAE application in its entirety. Calvert Sherard amended the motion to exclude the references. The motion as amended passed. It was agreed to use the NAAE rubric to judge the applications.
- The 2009 SCAAE Summer Conference will be held at the Madren Center and James F. Martin Inn in Clemson, S.C. The rooms will be $89.00 per night. Barry Hawkins asked if the Clemson faculty would be amenable in assisting with the workshops. Billy Keels offered the assistance of the state staff if needed. Libby Templeton recommended that the regional vice-presidents poll the membership to find what type of workshops would be beneficial.
- Billy Keels requested a motion from the board to seek an increase in funding for the Agricultural Education staff from the S.C. State Legislator. The motion was made and passed. Billy also stated that the state staff may be moved under the Dean of the College of Agriculture, Forestry, and Life Sciences in order to better serve the agriculture students in the state.
- Billy Keels brought the board up-to-date on the status of the Thornwell property. While the arrangement has not totally been dismissed, the City of Clinton secured funding for only one year, and the advisory board had approved to only pursue the arrangement if long term funding was found. 
- Barry Hawkins presented the Treasurer’s report, and it was accepted as information.
- Barry Hawkins made motion to donate the $390.00 in the Legislation Fund to Tom Dobbins’ campaign fund for election to the S.C. House of Representatives.
- Billy Keels stated that SCACTE needs 80 members to keep a division, and SCAAE has only 89 members. A discussion was held as to whether to ask the SCAAE members to join this group. Michael Crim made the recommendation to ask a representative of SCACTE to speak to the members at the SCYFAA Convention in Myrtle Beach.
- Mindy Sandifer stated that Agricultural Education is one of the few programs at Clemson University that is not having difficulty in placing its students in jobs. 
- Michael Crim suggested that the Youth Day at Clemson should be held independently of the Ag Alumni Tailgate. The consensus of  those present disagreed.
- Keith Cox announced that DVD sets of the 2008 State FFA Convention could be purchased for $20.00 each.

- Announcements were made that Libby Hrlic-Templeton recently gotten married and Chris Corzine and his wife are celebrating the recent birth of their daughter. 

- Chris Corzine introduced his father, who is visiting from Texas. Steve Sanderson introduced Jason Hardin, who is interning in the Sumter Extension office.

- The next board meeting was scheduled for Saturday, January 24, 2009 at the SC Young Farmer and Agribusiness Convention in Myrtle Beach.
