-Mark Earle called the meeting to order.

- Allen Williams gave the invocation.

-  Barry Hawkins and Chris Corzine discussed the duties of the officers.
· Mark Earle announced that the 2010 SCAAE Conference will be held at the James F. Martin Inn in Clemson on July 27-29, 2010. The rooms will cost $90.00 per night. Several members commented that they liked holding last year’s conference workshops at Pendleton High School and Tri-County Technical College.
- Chris Corzine presented the agenda for fall regional teachers’ meetings.
- Chris Corzine discussed the eligibility for the awards and that the deadline for applications is 
   Dec. 1, 2009. There was discussion to only present the information about the state winners at 
   the banquet and not to include the regional winners.
- Mark Earle and Chris Corzine discussed a partnership in which they are working with Lowes to 
   obtain a discount card for all S.C. agricultural educators. The board was in favor of them 
   continuing this process.
- Bert Beasley made a motion that the Teacher of the Year’s dues to SCACTE be paid in order for 
   him/her to be eligible for that organization’s awards also. The motion passed.
- Billy Keels announced that all of the staff will not be able to attend all of the regional meetings 
  due to cuts in the travel budget. He also informed the board that the state staff must pay for their 
  cell phones now and that email is the best way to communicate with them.
- Billy Keels announced that the 12 month funding have been cut 12.5% by Clemson University 
   this year. He said that it had been brought to his attention that SCAAE could request that these 
   funds be moved to EIA funds that could not be cut by Clemson University. This appears to be 
   the safest move at this time. The transfer of the funding will be handled by the Educational  

   Oversight  Committee. 
   Michael Crim made a motion that “the SCAAE Executive Board approves having 
   all monies for 12 month funding moved to the EIA account and that Carrie Bolin and Pat Earle 
   be asked to work with their legislators who are key legislators in getting this matter done.”

- Billy Keels announced that the SC FFA Foundation Board has sold one of the beach cottages 
  and it was removed from the site. The second beach cottage will be moved to the SC FFA Camp 
  and will replace the old caretaker’s house which was given to the house-mover. Upgrades to the 
  cottage were discussed. 
- Billy Keels announced that Brenda Baldwin’s office has been moved to the new Main Office 
   building at Sandhill REC and that his office has been moved to the SC Forestry Commission 
   complex near Harbison Forest off of Broad River Road. 

- Keith  Cox announced that he is seeking advice on which hotels to select for the National FFA 
  Convention state block for next year.
-Mr. Parris announced that the SC FFA Day at the S.C. State Fair will be the first Thursday, Oct. 

  15th , with an assembly at 11:00 a.m.

-Keith Cox announced that State FFA Vice-President Emmanuel Banks will serve on the National  
  FFA nominating committee this year. He also announced that State FFA President, Kerry Lee 
  Cox will represent S.C. on the RFD-TV float in the Rose Parade.
-Mark Earle thanked Mr. Parris for his hard work.

-Mark Earle asked that the SCAAE Board meet after lunch at the SCYFAA Convention in 
  Charleston in January. All agreed.

-Michael Crim asked why SCAAE should keep $16,000 in its bank account and not be using it. It 
  was discussed that this balance was kept as a cushion in the event that something unforeseen 
  arose.

-Barry Hawkins mentioned that the board should be considering the nominee selection for the 
 NAEE Outstanding Service and Outstanding Corporation awards.
