- Barry Hawkins gave the invocation.
- Barry Hawkins distributed copies of the minutes from the April meeting. The minutes were  
   approved. 
- Barry Hawkins presented the Treasurer’s Report. It was approved. Pat Black commented that 
   this report should be accurate.

· Billy Keels presented an Agricultural Education update:

· The SC FFA will not continue as a part of the Envirothon contest. The trip to the National FFA Natural Resource CDE will be given to the team that wins the Wildlife CDE. All teams that have competed in the Envirothon should be encouraged to keep doing so.

- Frank Stover asked about the CDE’s with low attendance numbers. Billy Keels and Steve 
  Sanderson responded that the numbers of competitors were increasing.
- John Parris presented a report on the Public Relations Department.
- John Parris announced that the nominees for the Honorary American Degree were Mr. E.B. 
  Earle, Mr. A.C.   “Kemp” McCloud, Jr., Mrs. Miriam Pflug, and Senator Danny Verdin. He 
  asked if the board could fund the trip for Sen. Verdin. Barry Hawkins mentioned that there was 
  $740 in the Legislative fund. Pat Black made a motion to pay for the airfare and hotel expenses 
  for Sen.   Verdin. The motion was approved.

- Billy Keels presented the agenda for fall regional teachers’ meetings.


- Aaron Miles inquired as to why the Poultry CDE had been moved from the State FFA 
  Convention dates. Billy Keels responded that that CDE could be best handled on a different date 
  due to recent staff reduction.

- Billy Keels and Genie Archer mentioned that some of the teachers wanted to move the SCAAE 
  Summer Conference to the SC FFA Center and have workshops to help improve the camp. After 
  much discussion, Barry Hawkins and Pat Black made a motion to hold the 2011 SCAAE 
  Conference in Clemson on July 11-13 as planned and then start rotating the conference locations  
  by region in the summer of 2012. The motion was passed.
