1. Meeting Local Program Adult Education Requirements --– Steve Sanderson

Steve Sanderson, adult education coordinator for Agricultural Education in South Carolina will present a workshop on how to establish and conduct a successful adult education program that will meet the needs of the community.    The workshop will review ideas and educational topics for adult education programs in the following areas:  Plant and Animal Systems, Horticulture, Environmental and Natural Resources Management and Agricultural Mechanics.

2. Meeting local Program FFA Requirements –– Glenn Stevens and Allen Williams
Ever wonder how some schools seem to win more CDE’s than others?   Come hear the secrets from some of our successful teachers as they disclose how training for CDE’s and classroom instruction can go hand in hand, accomplishing both success in the FFA and providing quality instruction that prepares your students for careers in Agriculture.  

3. Orientation to Ag Ed in SC – State Staff
Ag Ed State Staff at Clemson University will present a workshop to orient new teachers with the procedures and requirements of Agricultural Education in South Carolina.   Topics to be included are: 12 month funding, 5 year evaluations, FFA, Young Farmers, utilizing CAERT material, FFA Dues submission and other information pertinent for program management.  
4. Meeting Local Program Career and Tech Requirements – Tammy Haile, ay Boland and Dr. Rick Kalk
Tammy Haile, CATE Director from Chesterfield County, Dr. Rick Kalk, CATE Director from Spartanburg 5 and Ray Boland, former CATE Director from Richland and Lexington County will discuss some topics key to functioning on the local level.    Topics discussed will include: Funding sources – EIA and Perkins, equipment vs. supply budgets and the importance of having completers.   In addition, they will discuss some state and national concerns in Career and Technical Education and how you can be help ensure the future for CATE by supporting the SCACTE. 

5. 5 Year Evaluation – State Staff
All programs undergo an evaluation every five years.   If your program is up for evaluation in 2011-12, you will be scheduled in this workshop to review what you should have on hand during the evaluation.  In addition, the evaluation procedure will be reviewed as well as discuss the purpose of evaluating Agricultural Education programs. 

6. FFA Network – Nina Crutchfield

The National FFA is introducing the Ag Ed Network. Nina Crutchfield with National FFA will help you to learn how to effortlessly create your FFA roster, engage students to keep records, and connect with former members to create an advocacy network. Learn how to use the system to engage your officers to manage the chapter, reach out to community supporters, and reduce your workload. It’s the best thing for agricultural education since the invention of the computer.
7. FFA Rule Changes – Awards and CDE’s – Keith Cox

The National FFA has made some revisions on some of its contests and Awards programs.    Keith Cox, Executive Director of the FFA in SC will review all of the changes as well as discuss what changes will be implemented in South Carolina and how it will affect your local chapter.

8. Poultry – Mickey Hall 

The SC Poultry Judging CDE is currently one of the fastest growing in participation.   Dr. Mickey Hall, who conducts the event, will present a workshop to cover the components covered on the contest as well as train teachers to competently teach these skills in the classroom.   Areas covered will include:  selection of production hens, placing poultry meat products, chicken carcass evaluation, exterior egg evaluation and candling.  

9. Livestock – Brian Bolt

Livestock Evaluation utilizes many of the skills taught in Animal Science classes.   The workshop will include instruction on proper grading and evaluation of livestock as well as how to teach your students the proper way to give reasons.  Brian Bolt, Livestock Specialist with Clemson University will discuss key items to look for as well as how to verbalize your decisions by giving proper reasons.  This will be a great opportunity to learn some key points to provide some teaching guidelines for animal science, not to mention help you to be more competitive in the Livestock CDE.

10. Online Soil Survey mapping – Eleana Mokailovich, Clemson University
This workshop will teach you how to use the Web Soil Survey from USDA/NRCS, online soil mapping system and show you several examples of applications that you can bring into the classroom (for example, septic and basement suitability mapping).  Dr. Mikhailova will share her experience using this system as a teaching tool to convey Soil Science concepts and their application to real-world problems.
11. Forestry – Russell Hubright and Jimmy Walters, SC Forestry Commission

Representatives from the SC Forestry Commission will introduce teachers to the wide array of activities and lesson plans available in Project Learning Tree's secondary modules.  Teachers will experience two activities as "students" and will get to take home lesson plan books filled with activities, which can be used in the classroom.
