The ___________________________________ (School District) makes application to the Agricultural Education Office at Clemson University for funds to conduct programs of agricultural education on a 12-month basis as shown herein for the period of 

July 1, 2011 through June 30, 2012.

IT IS HEREBY AGREED AND UNDERSTOOD:
Section I:

1. That justification for the twelve-month program was based on the funding of the local school district’s needs assessment for agricultural education and the results of the last program evaluation.

2. That a minimum program in agricultural education shall include at least four levels of single period courses or a two-year course in specialized agricultural occupations scheduled for multiple periods daily.

3. That funds will be used to provide programs of instruction on a full-time basis during the interim as outlined in the Application for Funds including provisions for adequate equipment, supplies and travel.

4. That the local school district agrees to provide their share of funding to ensure that the teacher is fully compensated for the additional days requested at a minimum rate of the State of South Carolina’s minimum salary scale.

5. That the school will submit a final report describing the results and outcomes as required by the Agricultural Education Office at Clemson University by July 1, 2011.

6. That the program shall be conducted in accordance with the rules and regulations described in the State Plan for Vocational-Technical Education, Defined Minimum Program and the South Carolina Education Finance Act of 1977 as amended.

Section II:

It is also agreed upon that the following components will be completed by the Agricultural teacher(s) in the program. (All standards must be met)  

· Submit an FFA Roster by the posted due date with at least 50 % of unduplicated enrollment.
· Submit to the appropriate Regional Coordinator an FFA Program of Activities by October 1.

· Submit Form I of the FFA Chapter Award.

· Attend the FFA State Convention with a minimum of two delegates.

· Participate in a minimum of three FFA Career Development Events above the chapter level with a minimum of three FFA Members in the related subject area taught.

· All students will have a Supervised Agricultural Experience and appropriate records.

· Conduct two advisory committee meetings.

· Conduct an Adult Education program consisting of a minimum of 10 adult education meetings per year.  

· Submit a roster for each adult meeting or a Young Farmer and Agribusiness roster by March 31.  Rosters should contain a minimum of ten adults.

· Submit an Adult Education Program of Activities by March 31.
· Teach a minimum of 4 units of agricultural education per year.

Section III:
A minimum of five (5) of the below FFA activities (or a reasonable substitution which has the approval of the Clemson University Agricultural Education Regional Coordinator)  will be completed.

· Submit a state FFA officer application.

· Submit Form II of the National FFA Chapter Award applications.

· Submit a minimum of 2 State FFA Degree applications for consideration of Star State Farmer, Star in Placement and/or Star State in Agribusiness.

· Submit other State and / or National application(s).

· Attend the National FFA Convention with at least 2 chapter members.

· Have a member attend the Washington Leadership Conference.
· Attend an SC FFA Association sponsored workshop with at least three chapter members.

· Attend an SC FFA Association sponsored camping program with at least five members.

· Submit one article with photographs for publication in the Agri Biz or other periodical, newspaper or news source outlet.

· Participate in a Career Development Event, above the regional level with a minimum of three FFA chapter members 
· Participate in three additional Career Development Events above the chapter level with a minimum of three FFA chapter members.
· Participate in the FFA Legislative Day with at least two FFA chapter members.

· Participate in the FFA / SCAAE Statehouse Plant Presentation by providing plants and / or attending the ceremony.

· Assist with facilitating the State FFA Association Booth at the State Fair 

· Submit at least 5 members to be affiliated with the State and National FFA Alumni.
· Create and oversee the State FFA Association exhibit at the National FFA Convention.

A minimum of five (5) of the below Adult Education activities (or a reasonable substitution which has the approval of the Clemson University Agricultural Education Regional Coordinator) will be completed.

· Submit a roster to the NYFEA and South Carolina Young Farmer and Agribusiness Association.

· Submit a minimum of three South Carolina Young Farmer and Agribusiness Association contests applications.

· Submit a South Carolina Young Farmer and Agribusiness Association Chapter Award Application.

· Attend the South Carolina Young Farmer and Agribusiness Association State Convention.
· Have a minimum of five (5) chapter members attend the South Carolina Young Farmer and Agribusiness Association State Convention.

· Attend the South Carolina Young Farmer and Agribusiness Association Summer Tour.

· Have a minimum of five (5) chapter members attend the South Carolina Young Farmer and Agribusiness Association Summer Tour.

· Attend or have a member attend the NYFEA National Institute.

· Attend or have a member attend the NYFEA Agriculture’s Promise in Washington DC.

· Conduct an adult education course with a minimum of ten (10) hours of instruction per course with a minimum of ten (10) attendees. (i.e. welding course, computer training, gardening, etc).  This should be done in addition to that required in Section II.
· Provide instruction for a minimum of five (5) meetings for other agricultural groups (i.e. cattlemen’s association, Greenhouse Growers, etc.).  This should be done in addition to that required in Section II.
· Submit an article for publication in the media (i.e. newspapers, magazines, radio, TV, etc.)  on adult agricultural education issues.

· Coordinate a community project promoting the Agricultural industry.

· Attend the Southeastern Agricultural Expo in Moultrie, GA.

· Submit a grant application to support Adult  Agricultural Education 

A minimum of three (3) of the below Professional Development activities or a reasonable substitution which has the approval of the Clemson University Agricultural Education Regional Coordinator will be completed.

· Attend the Agriculture teachers Summer Conference.

· Attend the Agriculture teachers workshop at the Young Farmer and Agribusiness Association State Convention.

· Attend all regional agriculture teachers meetings.

· Complete a minimum of three (3) hours of course credit toward a higher degree or re-certification.

· Attend the NAAE Convention.

· Serve on a National FFA task force.

· Attend a National FFA and / or NAAE in-service program.

· Participate in an industry-shadowing program.

· Serve as an Officer of the SCAAE

· Serve on a state or national committee.

· Serve on an Agricultural Education curriculum development committee.
· Attend the South Carolina Education & Business Summit.
· Attend the New Teachers Workshop (for teachers with 3 or less years teaching experience in SC).
