I am finalizing the format for this year's CDE with Dr. Ed Kaiser, Department of Ag Economics at Clemson. He has agreed to write this year's CDE. The components of the CDE will be:

Part I –   Alternatives (partial budgeting)
Part II –   Marketing
Part III –  Financial Statements
Part IV –  Project Cash Flow
Part V –   Enterprise Budgets
Part VI –  Income Tax Management
Part VII – Analysis of the Farm Business
Part VIII – Family Living

and a written test.

Once you pre-register your team, I will send you the 2003 National FFFA Farm Business Management CDE actual 'problem' used during the 2003 competition. This resource will include the problem, the key, and some blank forms for student use.  

When I met with Dr. Kaiser, he suggested we not include Risk Management and Investment Analysis into our state event because they require a higher level of preparation than perhaps our members will be ready to handle at this time.  I agreed with his suggestion. Thus, when you get the national resource I am sending to you, those two parts will be not included in our state event (at least this year.)

Also, Dr. Kaiser agreed with my suggestion of making the CDE realistic and appropriate for our students. If you participated in the past I want to give you this heads up.  The CDE will not be simply a lot of basic calculations. It will be more focus on analysis of those numbers and what they mean or indicate should be the plan to operate the farm business.
