Service Center Structure (20 points) - Provide a written description and 3-5 color photos, slides or a videotape segment of the farm service center.  The description may include floor space, access and location in relation to other buildings.  A description of the utilities including electrical, water and washroom/restroom facilities.  Also, include descriptions of the desk or office space, storage areas, drainage and designated areas in the center such as welding, parts storage, engines, fabrication, equipment service area, etc.

Mobile Service Unit  (15 points) - Provide a written description and 3-5 color photos, slides or a videotape segment of any mobile service units.  The description may include fuel and lubrication transfer, type of communications, seasonal parts storage, safety features, availability and storage of appropriate hand tools and special tools, i.e. welding, generator, lights, pneumatic tools as examples.
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
